If you kindly Gift Aid your donations to the parish please would you return the form before 
the end of March as we will only be able to claim Gift Aid from now on if people are recorded on the 
ChurchSuite computer software. Thank you for your assistance with this.

Parish Finance Committee – The Parish Finance Committee plays a pivotal role in the financial stewardship 
of parish resources. Consisting of trusted parish members, the committee provides invaluable assistance and 
advice to Father Marcus, ensuring the effective management of financial matters, and promoting long-term 
stability for his preaching of the Good News and furthering The Kingdom of God within the parish community.
The Parish Finance Committee is composed of parishioners who generously volunteer their time and 
expertise. It meets at least four times a year to discuss and monitor key responsibilities which include:
- The setting and monitoring of an annual budget.
- Reviewing cashflow, income and expenditure.
- The provision of an annual financial review to the parish.
- Overseeing the upkeep and management of parish property.
- Overseeing compliance with fire, health and safety regulations.
- The provision of input and advice on major financial expenditures to ensure the prudent management of 
resources.
Whilst individuals with a background in finance are essential, the committee’s wide-ranging responsibilities 
means it benefits greatly from members with diverse skills, such as building management, construction, 
administration, engineering and health and safety compliance.
The committee contributes to the creation and upkeep of safe and well-maintained facilities for the parish 
community, and endeavours to ensure the parish remains financially sound, and capable of fulfilling its mission 
and ministry for years to come.

Mackie and Sue White. We currently have vacancies and if you can help with this crucial work, please let 
Father Marcus know.
